All programs are
free with no registration required and begin
at 7:00 p.m. in the library community room.
We begin on Wed, May 12, 2010
with an author visit from Carol McCleary as
she reads from her first novel Alchemy of
Murder. At the 1889 World'’s Fair in Paris,
Reporter Nellie Bly teams up with the likes
of Jules Verne, Oscar Wilde and Louis
Pasteur to find the connection between a
series of killings and an epidemic that is
wiping out Parisians by the thousands.
Wed, May 19, 2010 will find K.D.
Mason at the library to discuss his book
Harbor Ice. When a woman’s body is found
under a slab of ice in the NH coastal town of
Rye Harbor, the discovery triggers a series
of events that will eventually threaten the
life of Max, the feisty redheaded bartender
at Ben’s Place, and others as well. It is up to
her best friend, Jack Beale, to unravel the

mystery that takes them from coastal New
England to Taos, New Mexico and
Switzerland.

Finally, local author Ed Lodi will be
at the library on May 26, 2010 to talk about
his latest book Murder at Anawam Rock: A
Cranberry Country Mystery. Mr. Lodi will
also be conducting the program It’s a
Mystery to Me- How to Write Who-Dun-
Its. Find out the secrets to writing a
mystery novel. Books will be available at
each event for purchase as well as for
autographs. Light refreshments will be
served.
